Trisha Blackstock is leaving post. Stop It Now Conference venue found, but unsure if it will continue now. P.J. to clarify.

1. LSCB Communication 
S.B. has a proforma for the sub groups to use to send information to the Board. S.B. to provide minutes / report from the Board

2. LSCB Training Programme Publication Date

The training plan should follow the financial year. Some statistics are provided in March which may affect the training plan. The next training programme may possibly be available in May/ June. It was never a firm decision that it would be available in September. It will need to fall in line with LSCB work plan.

LA said that until the Board has a proper protocol there will be implications for training eg funding/delivery. SB advised we need terms of reference in the work plan and will bring the draft plan to the next sub group meeting as an agenda item.

It was decided that a new group be formed to look at this, membership to be PJ, LA, SB and MC. Date of meeting to be agreed.
3. Training Programme: Update from Working Group ( MC and LA)

Had one meeting at which the follow was discussed:
· To look at training put out this year as a starting point

· Education and health have to attain certain levels

· Foundation has to be pitched at level 2

· When trainers are brought in we have to make sure the training is pitched at the right level, at least level 2 
· Levels have to be set for progression, staff need to provide evidence of training levels gained

· Should be clear which level and professional group it is aimed at

· Still discussing levels and groups 

· As the number of agencies working in partnership has widened the lower levels may never have the opportunity to meet other multi- agency partners, except in the foundation training, we need to be careful we don’t miss groups of people

· Consideration to be given to condensing the two day basic into one day, so that more can be rolled out.

· Some areas of work may need specific training, eg library staff may need training in the risks of computer or internet abuse

· Looking at making domestic abuse training advanced level but there needs to be opportunities for all to access. This needs to be a specific agenda item for next meeting
· Need to look at what other agencies offer in specialist training eg DV and focus on other training of core business and working together in order to do this we need to look at what partner agencies core business is and establish the core local need.

4. Multi- agency core training working group

5. Child concern/ CAF

CO reported that the CAF pilot would be commencing phase two in the Willenhall /Darlaston area in October. Every child care professional will be trained. We will then have a template of training to be used in other areas. The child concern training will be amalgamated into a pre-training booklet and given to trainees before attending the CAF training

Currently looking for nominees for trainers for CAF who will attend a train trainer course – LI, LA, TM, MC and JC volunteered.
CO to liaise with police for a point of contact/link.

Now have funding for CAF Co-ordinator and CAF support workers.


Next meeting for CAF Implementation Group 21st September.

SB asked how CC and CAF to merge with other training to make it integral. Do we say staff must have done CC/CAF before other CP training?

DfES expect CAF/CC to be integral to induction training for all staff.

CO in discussions to replace ACPC1 with CAF. Steering group considering the option of no referral to SS unless CAF done, S47 referrals remain the same. [This seems unclear – surely ACPC1 is used for S47 referrals]
There needs to be clear differentiation between safeguarding and S47.
